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What are the next steps?

BC Housing has created a conceptual master plan. We are now reaching out to 
tenants, the community and other stakeholders to ask for input on:

•  The types of local services and amenities desired on the site; and
• The potential programming of new parks and open spaces located on the site. 

This input will help shape what is ultimately built. 

It is anticipated that a formal application to the City of Burnaby will happen later 
this year.

Hall Towers is a two-building, 331-unit affordable housing community located at 
7272 and 7264 Kingsway in the heart of Edmonds Town Centre in Burnaby. The 
towers are over 40 years old and are beginning to need extensive and costly repairs. 

BC Housing is in the process of creating a proposed master plan with the goals of 
replacing existing units and adding more affordable housing. The vision for the site 
is a vibrant mixed-use, mixed-income neighborhood within a setting of  attractive 
and accessible open spaces.  

Any new development will take place with zero displacement of existing tenants. 
Current tenants will continue to live in their homes until the new units are ready to 
move into.
