
Vancouver is in a housing crisis and more than 2,000 people across the city are 
experiencing homelessness. Creating warm, safe homes with supports for people 
experiencing or at risk of homelessness in our communities continues to be a top 
priority for BC Housing and the City of Vancouver.

The new building proposed at 1406 and 1410 East King Edward Avenue would be 12 storeys and 
offer approximately 90 studio apartments with supports. The homes would be for
adults, seniors, and people with disabilities who are experiencing, or are at risk of, homelessness
with a priority for people in the local community.

•	 All units would be studio apartments with a private bathroom and kitchen
•	 At least 5% of the homes would be fully accessible
•	 The building would also include amenities such as laundry, a dining area, program space, 

and an underground parkade
•	 An experienced non-profit housing operator would have staff on site 24/7 and would 

coordinate supports for residents including health care, food services, laundry, life skills, and 
employment training
